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Kunsthal Aarhus prasenterer Ulla von Brandenburgs
forste soloudstilling i Danmark. Den tyske kunstner
bruger sit karakteristiske formsprog til at udforske og
gore sig tanker om de traditioner og greb, der findes inden
for teateret og historiefortzllingens kunst. Udstillingen
kombinerer film, arkitektur og installationskunst i von
Brandenburgs helt saeregne stil, og tager navn efter
hendes seneste vaerk, Ir Has a Golden Sun and an Elderly
Grey Moon (2016). Verket er et kommissioneret verk,
som har kunnet realiseres takket vaere et partnerskab
mellem fem organisationer. I anledning af Aarhus

2017 - Europzisk Kulturhovedstad er vaerket gentaenkt
i Kunsthal Aarhus.

Von Brandenburgs varker er karakteriseret
ved deres brug af forheng, kostumer, rekvisitter og
iscenesatte miljoer. De treekker pa en lang raekke
historiske referencer, heriblandt det traditionelle
tableau vivant, moderne teater, folkeskikke og ikonisk
arkitektur. Disse elementer kombineres med sang og
bevagelser, og resultatet fremstir som en symbolsk
iscenesattelse af ritualiserede meder; noget, der star
centraltihendes oeuvre.

I Kunsthal Aarhus tjener udstillingsrummet i
underetagen som ramme for en stedsspecifik installation,
hvor den besogende indbydes til at udforske en raekke
forskellige genstande. Disse genstande, der kan vare
fremstillet af keramik, tre eller tekstiler, er spredt ud
over rummetien art scenografi, der tydeligt viser von
Brandenburgs dybe engagement i det traditionelle
handveark. Den fritstiende vaeg midti rummet
fungerer som leerred for det vaerk, der har givet
udstillingen sin titel: 16 mm-filmen Ir Has a Golden
Sun and an Elderly Grey Moon. Filmen gengiver en
performance, der oprindeligt blev udfert pé en trappe
opbygget pi scenen i Amandiers-teateret i Nanterre,
Frankrig. Den monokromatiske scene oplives af noje
koreograferede sekvenser, hvor dansere holder forskelligt
farvede stofbaner op foran sig. Fordelingen af genstande
og handlinger inden for det afgrensede rum og
dansernes bevegelser bringer mindelser om urgamle
ritualer og gestusser, som er dybt forankret i de vores
kollektive bevidsthed. De peger pa ideer om udveksling
og formidling, som efterhanden bliver til iscenesatte riter
og ritualer i forbindelse med udvekslingen af gaver, og
dermed afslorer de ogsa den @stetik, der ligger indlejret
ialmene menneskelig relationer.

Filmen og installationen sammenstilles her med
en ny performance, der udfolder filmens isceneszttelse
og koreografi i udstillingsrummet. Denne performance
optages pa video og vises efterfelgende i installationen,
siledes at de medvirkendes bevagelser giver genlyd
gennem de overlappende lag, veerkets del I & II.

Kunsthal Aarhus presents the first solo
exhibition by Ulla von Brandenburg

in Denmark. The German artist explores
her distinct visual language reflecting
on the traditions and tropes of theatre
and storytelling. Bringing together

film, architecture and installation in von
Brandenburg’s unique signature style,
the exhibition takes its title from her latest
work It Has a Golden Sun and an Elderly
Grey Moon (2016) —a commission
supported through a partnership of

five organisations and reconfigurated
for Aarhus 2017 — European Capital

for Culture.

Von Brandenburg’s works,
characterised by their use of curtains,
costumes, props and staged settings,
draw on a range of historical references,
including the tableau vivant, modern
theatre, folk traditions and iconic
architecture. Combined with song
and movement, these elements suggest
a symbolic staging of ritualised encounters
that are central to her oeuvre.

At Kunsthal Aarhus, the lower
gallery becomes the stage for a site-specific
installation that invites the visitor to
navigate through a number of objects.
Spread across the gallery floor like theatre
props, the diverse ceramic, wooden or
textile objects display von Brandenburg’s
deep engagement with the traditions
of craft. The central free standing wall
becomes the screen for the exhibition’s
eponymous 16 mm film I Has a Golden
Sun and an Elderly Grey Moon. It captures
a performance played out across
a staircase installed on the stage of the
Amandiers Theatre in Nanterre, France.
Monochromatic in its setting, the scene
is punctuated by the choreographed
movement of several dancers who
perform in a sequence, holding variously
coloured sheets of fabric in front of them.
The distribution of objects and actions
within the space, the ways bodies move and
act recall to memory ancient rituals and
gestures anchored deeply in the collective
consciousness. Becoming staged rites and
rituals related to gift-giving, the performed
notions of exchange also reveal the
aesthetic in human interactions.

Film and installation are paired
with a new performance, unfolding
the architecture of the film’s staging
as well as the film’s choreographies
into the exhibition space. Captured in
video and screened in the installation
afterwards, the movements resonate
through several overlapping layers,
part I &II, of the work.

'This constant shift of the performative
space highlights the importance of space in
the reception and display of works, a concern
that is central to von Brandenburg’s approach
to exhibition-making.

The presented themes around
colour, ritual, movement and textile draw
us into the artist’s universe of constructed
narratives, both real and imagined. We enter
a world where reality and illusion, past
and present, installation and performance
overlap and intermingle.
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Denne konstante forskydning af det performative rum
fremhaver vigtigheden af rummet i forhold til veerkernes
formidling og modtagelse; et emne, der star centraltivon
Brandenburgs tilgang til det at skabe udstillinger.

Tematikkerne omkring farve, ritualer, bevegelse
og tekstiler inddrager os i kunstnerens univers af
konstruerede fortallinger, der dels kan veere virkelige,
dels fri fantasi. Vi trederind i en verden, hvor
virkelighed og illusion, fortid og nutid, installation og
performance modes og overlapper hinanden.

Udstillingen er realiseret i samarbejde med
Aarhus 2017 — Europeaisk Kulturhovedstad og med
stotte fra Beckett-Fonden, Kvadrat, Kulturgesellschaft
in Aarhus og Goethe-Institut Danemark.
