We are again reminded of the importance of thinking about the scenes that 
someone else might be seeing, and the environment in which they may be in, to 
live in a healthy and comfortable way, and to avoid unnecessary fears.

This exhibition features the artworks of 12 artists with very different back-
grounds, practices, and techniques. Their work can remind us of someone we 
cannot meet face to face, or take us to a place we cannot go.
