Norwegian Scenic Routes is proud to be able to present Roni Horn’s artwork
Untitled (‘I hated the mountains ...”) in Haveysund. The building that houses the
work has been designed by Jan Olav Jensen in collaboration with Roni Horn, and
erected on Prahaugen hill. Norwegian Scenic Routes has been working with
Horn for many years to bring a work of art to fruition. Now it is finally here and
Haveysund has gained an international attraction.

Horn has made two glass objects of equal size, each weighing 4.9 tonnes,
which are intended to capture the light throughout changes in the weather and
the seasons. Together they give rise to a dialogue of light and transparency, sim-
ilarity and difference. The building has been constructed to be a natural fit for
the architecture of Haveysund. Itis simple and rustic, and was developed in close
collaboration between architect and artist; as such, the structure is an integral
part of the artwork.

The building will be open to everyone at all times with the idea that visitors
will be able to engage in differing perceptions of the light.

With this addition, Finnmark now has two artworks of international standing.
Steilneset, a memorial to the Varde witch trials created by the French-American
artist Louise Bourgeois and the Swiss architect Peter Zumthor with texts by
Professor Liv Helene Willumsen, opened in 2011

The concept behind Norwegian Scenic Routes’ desire to realise a work of art
in Haveysund is linked to the fact that this is where the road ends. The route
here offers up magnificent experiences of the landscape. To go any further, one
must take a boat. With Horn’s artwork Untitled (“I hated the mountains ...”), we

are invited to continue the journey in our imagination.

Roni Horn works as a visual artist. She was born in 1955 in New York, where she lives and works today.
