For a long time I’ve struggled with how to reveal the 
images and subjects I layer and erase in order to make 
my works. These images aren’t the point of the work, 
but they provide useful context and depth. I hope that 
sharing this material creates a more full and meaningful 
experience for the viewer. 
 
Since 2018 I’ve been researching a new age cult known as 
The Movement of Spiritual Inner Awareness (MSIA) and its 
founder Roger Hinkins. Hinkins, who went by John-Roger 
(and was affectionately referred to as JR by his followers), 
claimed to be “The Mystical Traveler,” his name for an 
all-knowing being that cyclically reincarnates on Earth 
to share timeless spiritual wisdom. The images in this 
book are from The Movement, MSIA’s in-house monthly 
newspaper, and from Soul Flight, a series of whimsically 
illustrated booklets which are used to indoctrinate 
children into MSIA’s beliefs. These cartoons, portraits, 
and tableaus speak to an optimism and hope that we, 
in our future-present moment, know is never realized.
