For a politics of
nomadic identity

I

As we approach the end of the century, we
are witnessing a vast process of redefinition
of collective identities and the creation of
new political borderlines. This is of course
linked to the collapse of communism and
the disappearance of the democracy-versus-
totalitarianism rivalry which, at least since
the end of World War I, had served as the
principle political borderline (or criterion)
which allowed us to differentiate the friend
from the foe. This, however, presents a
double difficulty.

1. In eastern Europe, the unity which was
forged by the fight against communism has
evaporated and we are now seeing the multi-
plication of identities, based on ethnic,
regional and religious rivalries. These repre-
sent a formidable challenge in the construc-
tion of democracy in these countries.

2. In the West, it is the very nature of
democracy which is in question because pre-
viously the whole meaning of democracy
was a result of the difference which had
been established between democracy and
this “other” which rejected it. Thus, the

239

identity of democracy has been destabilized
by the loss of its enemy and it now has to
be redefined by the creation of a new politi-
cal borderline.

This is perhaps more of a problem for the
political Left than the Right, because the lat-
ter has already found its new enemy—the
internal enemy represented by immigrants,
particularly those who differentiate them-
selves from their fellow “born and bred”
citizens by their ethnic origin or religion.
These foreigners are portrayed as endanger-
ing national identity and sovereignty by
various political movements who are doing
their best to produce new collective iden-
tities and to recreate a political borderline
by means of a nationalist and xenophobic
discourse.

.

Today's democracies are thus confronted
with a great challenge and in order to face
up to this challenge, they must get out of
the current political impasse. It is most im-
portant that we no longer delude ourselves
over the possibility of a consensus which
would banish antagonism forever. This
means putting in question the liberal ration-
alism which is at the root of the current lack
of vision currently afflicting political
thought as it attempts to come to terms
with the great upheavals taking place in the
world today. It is as if the West was expect-
ing to celebrate the ultimate victory for libe-
ral democracy, and can now only stand
transfixed by the conflicts over ethnic
origin, religion and identity which have since
erupted. In place of the generalization of
post-conventional identities so dear to
Habermas, and the disappearance of rival-
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ries proclaimed by the liberals, today we can
only see the multiplication of specificities
and the emergence of new rivalries.

Some try to explain this situation by the
perverse legacy of totalitarianism, others by
a so-called "return of the archaic”, as if it
were merely a temporary delay on the road
which will inevitably lead to the universaliza-
tion of democracy. As “the end of history”
has already been declared, many seem to
think that all this is no more than a slight
hiccup, a bad spell to get through before ra-
tionality finds its feet again and imposes its
order. In other words, one last political
heave will suffice to achieve the definitive
victory of the forces of righteousness and
universal reason.

It is clearly politics itself which is in ques-
tion here and the prospect of its elimina-
tion. And it is the inability of liberal thought
to comprehend the very nature of politics
and the constituent role of antagonism
which makes it blind to the true nature of
the present situation. This situation requires
a clean break with the objectivism and
essentialism which dominate political ana-
lysis. But liberal thought employs a social
logic which is based on a concept of any
being as a presence and which conceives ob-
jectivity as being inherent in all things. This
is why it is impossible for liberal thought to
recognize that there can only be an identity
when it is constructed as a “difference” and
that any social objectivity is constituted by
a higher power. What it refuses to admit is
that any form of social objectivity is ulti-
mately political and must bear the traces of
the acts of exclusion which govern its formu-
lation.

The only option is for politics to escape

The works of Christian Philipp Miiller relate to the sites they are taking place in in a complex way. Their
history, their mythological tradition, their geological, urban, architectural and sociological components
are material and stage. Miillers' projects emerge through any by these factors, they are "site-specific". In
many cases they include a performative, ephemeral aspect. Both characteristics are opposed to the
commodity character of works of art which require both their durability and their tradability.

In a series of gallery exhibitions Christian Philipp Miiller proceeded in a similar way.

Resolutions (Galerie Christian Nagel, Berlin 2008), Berlin, Deutschland und die Welt (Galerie Christian
Nagel, Berlin 2005), Imagetransfer (Galerie Christian Nagel, Cologne 1998) and Ké/n - Diisseldorf (Galerie
Christian Nagel, Cologne 1990) were all context-related exhibitions addressing regional or "German"
topics and always engaging with the surrounding environment. Miiller's exhibitions can be regarded as
cultural critique (in the sense of a self-refelxive artistic practice).

In Umsetzungen he moves beyond. By putting sculptural "implementations” onto display, Miiller targets
the format of the "gallery”, the sales room as strategic centre of the international art business in which
price lists are available and offers are being sent out, as such and at a fundamental level.

Five volumes, from the outside opaque minimal sculptures, contain in their insides "implementations” as
abstraction and autonomous works. They deal with the following projects (see below detailed
descriptions):

- Glarus Scraping Ball, Kunsthaus Glarus and Kléntal, Switzerland, 2014

- Swiss Chard Ferry, documenta 13, Kassel, Germany, 2012

- Die Neue Welt, Kloster Melk, Kloster Park, 2006

- Hudson Valley Tastemakers, Campus Bard College, Annandale-on-Hudson, 2003

- Von der Sehnsucht im Einklang mit der Natur zu leben, “Projekt Ansitz Léwengang”,
Alois Lageder, Margreid, Bozen, Italy, 2001

All projects have landscapes as backgrounds and appear to be untransferable from their locations. It is
in particular the projects that are beyond object character and commercial usability that Mller
transforms into "elegant” works of art by using precious materials (such as bronze, steel, glass, etc.) and
without organic additions. In this gesture and not necessarily in the contentuality of the sculptures lies
the core of the exhibition. By shifting the formats within the field of art, Mller achieves to exhibit "site
specificity" in reverse and addresses the "art-place"” (the gallery as sales room) specifically as such. Thus,
the contentuality is important, because it brings the differentiation into the field of art and is not aided
by claims from the outside, as in site-specific projects of "first degree”, that is used here already as pre-
existing "transformed" material for Miiller.

The oak wood, of which the five volumes are made, conveys a sense of stability and dignity. Mdller's
Umsetzungen are sculptural nested structures of bourgeois institutions of art and their systems of
values.

Christian Philipp Miiller, born in Biel, Switzerland, lives and works in Berlin.

Solo exhibitions amongst others at Kunstmuseum Basel, Palais des Beaux Arts (Brussels), Kunstverein
Munich, Kunstverein Hamburg.

WHERE IS THE AUDIENCE?
Inka MeiBner

Ricardo Valentim's Eighteen People offers unique insight into
the ions of Kunst und a dual exhibition
by the artist and Christian Philipp Miller. The work consists

of invitation cards that Valentim mailed to a group of friends and
acquaintances, inviting them to a two-part fim screening

he presented in his Brooklyn studio in the spring of 2018. The
screening program included fim works the artist had produced
between 2005 and 2011, including the first 16mm fims he made
after moving to New York in 2004, O Outro Lado do Uso (The
Other Side of Use, 2005), and Fioating Island (2005), as well

as one of the film reels from his three-reel work Standard Gauge
(2006-2011).

The screenings also included his two-part film Inkblot Perception
and Personality (Form A) and (Form B) (2009-2011), shown for

the second time since its first presentation at the Serralves Museum
of Contemporary Art in 2012. Valentim’s protocol for screening the
film's two parts required presenting the second part one month after
showing the first. As an integral component of these two events,

he invited Jeff Preiss, a figure associated with New York's
contemporary art and fim scene, to introduce each of the
screenings. This essentially functioned as a gesture to legitimize

a fim program screened in the informal, non-institutional space

of an artist’s studio. (And, by coincidence, Preiss was also a
collaborator of Milller in running the artist-organized space Orchard
Gallery from 2005-2008.)

Eighteen People comprises four cards mounted within a
passepartout and framed. The four cards represent the two
invitation cards, displayed recto and verso. Onto the passepartout,
Valentim has handwritten the number of people in attendance at
each screening (ten at the first and eight at the second, so eighteen
in total). The artist refers to these viewers as his “primary audience.”
He also enables a secondary audience to see these elements
constituting the film program as an artwork that he produced in his
studio in cooperation with his social circle. Who is this primry
audience that is both relatively limited and intimate, and how does
it compare to the larger, more anonymous masses who usually

turn up to observe such historical events? In Eighteen People, the
audiences of the two programs were not aware that the screening’s
setting was to become a piece, which is being shown for the first
time in Kunst und Freundschatt. In part, Valentim's move derives

its impulse from one of the artist's earlier and ongoing works, Film
Festival (2006-), a series of fim screenings and related printed
matter, which considers the site of a fim festival as the framework
for a piece. But more broadly, it is also indebed to the legacies

of conceptual art and the dematerialization of the art object. Indeed,
the retroactive transformation of an action into an object-form is
reminiscent of David Hammons's Bliz-aard Bal Sale from 1983,

in which the artist sold meticulously formed snowballs placed on
arug on the sidewalk of New York's Cooper Square one winter day
after a blizzard. Unannounced and unmarked as art or performance,
Hammons interacted with an audience that consisted only of those
‘who randomly passed by and the few who actually stopped

to purchase one of the balls (for sale at the bargain basement price
of just one US dollar). Hammons only later circulated the
