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Depuis le début des années 2000, Florian et Michael Quistrebert expérimentent avec « les
idées de lumieére, matiére, format, mouvement, perception » dans leurs peintures, vidéos,
ceuvres sonores et installations lumineuses et architecturales. En s’aventurant dans des
techniques et matériaux divers, le duo développe une recherche sur les perceptions visuelles
et haptiques.

Si 'on rapproche souvent Florian et Michael Quistrebert des grands peintres abstraits, et
plus particulierement des maitres de 'op-art pour leur travail sur la géométrie, le volume et
les reflets, les peintures récentes revétent une certaine ambiguité. Elles laissent entrevoir et
expriment un attrait pour le sacré, I'occulte, le fantastique et la science-fiction.

Nés a Nantes, France, en 1977 et 1982 respectivement, Florian et Michael Quistrebert
vivent et travaillent a Nantes et a La Haye, Pays-Bas. Leurs expositions récentes incluent

While Florian and Michael Quistrebert’s formal investigations often remind one of abstract
painters, particularly the op-art masters for their work on geometry, volume, and reflections,
their most recent works cultivate a certain ambiguity, alluding towards the sacred, the
occult, the fantastic, and science fiction.
