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A red rectangular frame that is part of an 
installation by Hans Demeulenaere at 
the exhibition One way or another, 10 
years of Posture Editions in S.M.A.K. 
(30.10 - 28.11.2021) remains behind 
in the museum due to the artist’s 
forgetfulness.

This absent-mindedness forms the starting 
point for the exhibition Unfolding 
Structures of Exchange. What happens 
when three artists exchange this red 
nomadic frame among themselves and 
shape it to their sculptural, drawing, 
and choreographic hand?

The exhibition is formed around a long 
folded paravent and is a mirror of the 
folded leporello with the same title, 
published by Roma Publications.

This book is presented at the opening of the 
exhibition. On the occasion of the 
exhibition, the artists each made an 
artist’s edition in 20 copies.
