5. Contemplate independent roles and their interconnected relationships.

6. Retrace and doubt the decisions and conclusions.

7. Concentrate on the interplay between the state of action and reaction.

8. Speculate on the intersection of thoughts and senses.

9. Navigate the tension between reason and emotion.

10. Expand the scope of interpretation.

11. Question how sincerity and truthfulness manifest.

Steps for transforming paper from a surface to a form

1. Observing the Material Properties
« Fiber size and arrangement
« Strength and texture
« Interaction with water (Absorption rate)
» Compressibility and expandability
2. Fiber Adjustment
« Cutting and grinding pulp
« Adjusting fiber length
 Mixing and combining different types of fibers
3. Moisture Management
« Controlling water permeability
» Managing drying time
« Fixing shapes while wet
4. Using Molds
« Accuracy, deformability, and adhesiveness of the mold
- Flat shapes, three-dimensional forms, organic shapes
» Material injection, compression, and demolding
5, Classification and Mixing of Colors
- Natural color of the material
« Sorting and mixing colors
- Changes in brightness, saturation, and hue
« Color changes before and after drying
6. Drying and Fixation
« Controlling density
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* Natural drying vs. artificial drying
* Preventing shrinkage
7. Surface Processing
» Engraving
« Polishing: Sanding (grit size of sandpaper)
« Charring

Sean Jun Yeon (b. 1991) works through physically demanding production processes,
transforming the inherent material properties and rearranging particles to achieve the distinctive
visual textures, forms, and resolutions of his works. He examines the structural characteristics

of paper, to uncover the order within its surface and interior and meticulously calibrate it. The
artist controls the tensions and intersections that emerge in relation to space and orchestrates a
sculptural balance. He received his Bachelor of Architecture from Cornell University in 2015, and
has held a solo exhibition, S, M, L, XL (Shower, 2024).

Jisoo You (b.1999) captures the possibility of the unknown substance submerged beneath that
which is familiar, to dismantle the meaning assigned to her subjects, and turn them around

for us. This begins by viewing objects in a distance from their preconceived notions. Through
layers of illusions, the artist attempts to empty or transform their substance, and express their
inner mystery. She received her BFA from the School of the Art Institute of Chicago in 2022, Her
work has been shown in group exhibitions at Real World (White Noise, 2024), Arabesque N.2
(Everything, 2023), and A woman with a baguette. Another one. (Ruschwoman, 2022).
