parcel is pleased to present Giving Time, a solo exhibition by Akari Fujise. Rooted in contemporary drawing,
Fujise’s practice centers on an interest in “lines” as a means of perceiving the world across varying scales, focusing
on the human body, cities, and the cosmos. Fujise explores creativity found in the continual process of dismantling
and reconfiguration of existing lines.

In this exhibition, Fuijise reconsiders “time,” long conceived as an irreversible line flowing in one direction from past to
future, as a non-linear phenomenon that emerges within a “world of verbs” formed through the accumulation of
countless small moments.

In the drawing series <where the kiss will be tomorrow?>, created using fibers of washi paper, Fuijise treats paper
and thread alike as “a network of lines.” By uniquely adapting the traditional papermaking technique of kamisuki, she
dissolves the fibers (lines) and re-entangles them by hand. In this process, she constructs the “surface” as a support
and the “line” as drawing. The resulting image, in which multiple dismantled and reconfigured temporal layers are
intricately overlaid, quivers like a cell membrane breathing in the atmosphere.

These works attempt to describe the nature of the world as a membrane that oscillates between the “constantly
changing world of verbs” posited within the framework of physics, and the “nominalist mode of perception” through
which humans apprehend reality via memory and emotion.

The eponymous work of this exhibition, Giving Time (2025), is an installation that produces thread through a process
in which dissolved washi fibers (kozo) change from a fluid state into a singular thread, rendered as a noun, through
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the use of kinetic force. Through this process, the very conditions under which we perceive “time” as linear are
rendered visible as physical and bodily phenomena. Through the movement of water, fibers, and machinery, the
question of how we perceive form and experience time in a world that is constantly in flux is restated in a ritualistic

practice.

In addition, the exhibition presents a photographic work Full Of Days, which encloses trails as the singular means of
grasping time, alongside a new series made for this exhibition.

About the Artist:
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Akari Fujise (01992. Tokyo) explores the expansion of drawing as a
practice with practice centered on the dismantling and reconfiguration
of lines. For Fujise, drawing is both an act of weaving and an act of
writing. In an unending act of weaving an endless text, her work
unfolds through gestures that attempt to grasp a condition of language
characterized by a continual process of construction and
deconstruction.
